1. HEINRICH GUSTAV1 RIEDESEL was born on September 16, 1893 in Wunderthausen. He died on
September 27, 1959 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa. He married Emma Wilhelmine Mildred Wolfe,
daughter of Friedrich Wolfe and Dorothea W Kasper, on December 17, 1918 in Wheatland,
Clinton, Iowa. She was born on August 30, 1900 in Shatoper Tp Iowa, USA. She died on May
28, 1979 in Cedar Rapids, Linn, Iowa.

Notes for Heinrich Gustav Riedesel:
Born in Weymers Haus, Wunderthausen. Came to America with the family on the ship Rhein out
of Bremen, landing in New York on October 13, 1906. Referred to as Gustave Heinrich by family
but was christened Heinrich Gustav.

Notes for Emma Wilhelmine Mildred Wolfe:
Her last name is also given as Wulf in some sources. That is actually much more common a
name in Germany, from which her parents came, than 'Wolfe.' 'Wolff' is more common than
either.
